What Year 4 are learning

Hints for helping your child

English

We will be reading a range of texts to support our
writing. Year 4 will be developing their descriptive
writing with the help of Quentin Blake’s text ‘The
Green Ship’

To coincide with Black History month, we will be
reading the storu ‘Tar Beach’ by Faith Ringgold.
She is well-known for making quilts. She created a
unique way of telling stories; painting using the
quilt medium. children will explore the story of
Ernest Shackleton to write a newspaper report and
persuasive letter. We will broaden our
understanding of writers' use of language and
building a varied vocabulary.

. Encourage your child to read for at
least ten minutes every day and discuss
their reading with them.

e There will be the opportunity for your
child to take books out of the school
library and the class book corner.
Please ensure that comments are
made on a regular basis in the reading
record.

. Please help your child practise spelling
words as they arise in weekly
homework.

Maths

We will follow the White Rose maths curriculum:

- Ordering, partitioning and rounding numbers and
decimals

-Developing number fact knowledge in addition
and subtraction

- measuring length and perimeter.

- Times tables up 12x12.

- Problem solving and reasoning.

e Ensure your child knows number bonds
to 20, e.g. your child quickly knows
9+8=17or 11-4 =7

Computing
The internet

Learners will apply their knowledge and
understanding of networks, to appreciate the
internet as a network of networks which need to
be kept secure. They will learn that the World
Wide Web is part of the internet. Finally, they will
decide how honest, accurate, or reliable it is, and

understand the consequences of false information.

Creating media — Audio production
Learners will identify the input device
(microphone) and output devices (speaker or

headphones) required to work with sound digitally.

Discuss the ownership of digital audio and the
copyright implications. They will produce a
podcast, which they will evaluate.

Encourage your child to use computers
sensibly and please discuss internet
safety with them.

Use the World Wide Web to research a
topic.

Explore different types of audio
devices that you have in your home
and how they are used.

Science

Sound

Children will be taught to:

Identify how sounds are made, associating some of
them with something vibrating

Recognise that vibrations from a sound travel
through a medium to the ear.

Find patterns between the pitch of a sound and
features of the object that produced it

Find patterns between the volume of a sound and
the strength of the vibrations that produced it.
Recognise that sounds get fainter as the distance
from the sound source increases.

Living things and their habitats

Children will be taught to:

Recognise that living things can be grouped in a
variety of ways

Explore and use classification keys to help group,
identify and name a variety of living things in their
local and wider environment

Recognise that environments can change and that this

can sometimes pose dangers to living things

. Discuss events in the news which link
with our studies in Science.

. Encourage the children to ask
questions and help them to research
their answers.

e  Where possible, take your child to the
Science Museum in order to research
Science topics.

History

The Romans and their impact on Britain
Children will learn the reasons why Romans
invaded Britain and the lasting legacy they have
left on the Britain of today.

They will use sources to establish evidence for
particular enquiries

Children will learn to present and structure their
findings in a variety of ways.

You can help your child to research this
topic through supervised use of the
internet or by visiting the local library
and the British museum.

Geography

Investigating Polar environments

Children will form an understanding of what polar
regions look and feel like and be able to compare
the Arctic and Antarctic.

You can help your child to research this
topic through supervised use of the
internet or by visiting the local library
and museums.

Art

Roman mosaics and 3D animal sculptures

The children will improve their mastery of art and
design techniques, including drawing, painting and
sculpture with a range of materials [for example,
pencil, charcoal, mosaics, paint, clay]

Visit any local art galleries in your area,
e.g. The Tate, Dulwich Picture Gallery.
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Food- a healthy and varied diet

Children will learn to understand and apply the
principles of a healthy and varied diet.

They will prepare and cook a variety of
predominantly savoury dishes using a range of
cooking techniques

Children will be taught to understand seasonality,
and know where and how a variety of ingredients

Encourage children to begin to think
about where different foods come
from around the world, by looking at
food packaging.

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Hinduism

We will be learning about Hindu worship; the
deities and the Mandir.

Use the Internet or library to research

Music
The children will be exploring pentatonic scales.

Play different types of music to your
child. Ask child to try and pick out the
different ways the sounds are made.

Swimming, bench ball and gymnastics.

Each week, will be going to the Camberwell Leisure
Centre weekly for swimming lessons.

We will learn about the different ways to throw
and catch and the role of the defender in small
sided games.

In gymnastics, we will learn about different ways
of travelling and how to create sequences on
apparatus.
